*Provide Advanced Life Support (ALS) treatment and ambulance transportation to patients at emergency medical incidents. *Operate emergency equipment in a safe and efficient manner while responding to, at the scene of, and returning from emergency incidents (includes off road and unimproved road conditions), including during special rescue and extrication work). *Use knowledge of strategies and tactics to effectively control and extinguish wildland, structural, vehicle and all other fires. *Understand hydraulics and operate pumps to efficiently suppress all types of fires. *Supervise emergency personnel during emergency responses. *Properly utilize firefighting, medical, rescue and other specialized equipment carried on various apparatus, including various forms of communications equipment. 
*Perform preventative maintenance and make simple repairs to both emergency response and non-emergency response vehicles and maintain appropriate vehicle reports and records. *Assure apparatus and equipment are clean and in a constant state of readiness. *Operate and maintain other mobile equipment (i.e., sedans, pickups, stakesides, ambulances, etc.).
